“Mary.”  The resurrected Christ’s first word: Mary.  It must have been the sweetest sound Mary had
ever heard.  The voice was so familiar, its peculiarities unmistakable.  It was the voice of Jesus.
Unbelievable! The world started up again.

Mary had suffered unimaginable loss.  Jesus was, friend, teacher, master, and hope for the whole
nation.  His death had brought despair too deep to imagine.  One word, one glance, and all that grief
and fear and guilt and loss were wiped away.  “He’s here.”

I wonder sometimes if, in our dark times, we overestimate what it would take to address our condi-
tion.  Sure, there’s the stone that has to be rolled away, there’s the problem of the care of the body,
there’s the political fall-out still to come from the Romans and the religionists. And life has been racing
headlong in a single focused direction requiring more and more resources. Plans are made.  Where
now… and to what end?

In a heartbeat, or we should say, in the loss of a heartbeat, hope is taken away, and then in a word,
hope is restored.  The problems of the stone, the body, the future, the mortgage, the faltering rela-
tionship, unemployment, the estranged daughter, the bitter co-worker, the unspeakable loss, are all
rendered less than lethal on the basis of one small insertion into the picture.  “Mary.”

Sometimes that’s all we need to take the next step - a word from Jesus that he is still with us.  We are,
in fact, not alone as we had assumed.  “Jesus is here.”  My goodness!  How sweet and savory those
words can be!

We thought that Jesus had gone on about his business – reconciling the world, ushering in the King-
dom, building the church, working for peace and justice through a thousand different expressions of
faith..  We thought that the whole “Jesus and me” concept was just Sunday school fodder to keep
away the boogie man.  We thought that the cumulative impact of our taking our own path had finally
led to a wilderness to which Jesus would not venture.

But there it is, clear and distinct in the morning air:  “Mary.”  And there He is, breaking bread with
those nail-pierced hands.  Suddenly we are transported across the unfathomable chasm between are
greatest hope and our deepest loss.  However we experience Him, just to have him near tips the
scales, frees our paralyzed hope, and warms us enough to move on in spite of the cold.

“Mary.”  It doesn’t get any better than this.

Here is a testament to the importance of these scholarships written by Emily Smith who will be graduating this
year!

“After the whole liver transplant ordeal, I then decided to become an even more expensive
child by choosing to go to nearly the most expensive university available. At about $30,000 per year,
George Fox University has been completely worth every penny to me. As I thought of how I would
possibly pay for four years at such an expensive university, I knew that any scholarship I could get
would help. And just as my parents were so grateful for this community’s contribution towards my
liver transplant, I have also been very grateful for the community’s yearly $500 contribution, which
has cut significantly into the overwhelming cost of college. Many times I have felt guilty for laying
such a financial burden on my parents to help me through, but then I realize that I am exactly where

God, and my parents, want me to be.

My four years at George Fox have proved to be worth every penny and every student loan expended. I don’t
believe I could have had such an enriching or challenging educational experience any where else. I have grown so much in
college, and I have begun each year in expectant excitement, asking God, “How am I going to grow this year?” Each
season has brought surprising results: new friends, new outlooks on life, and more things to wrestle with.

I am not very good with finances and numbers, so interactions with my financial aid advisor have always been a
struggle, and it has truly been a blessing and a comfort to see the contribution from North Valley on my list of scholar-
ships. The cost is huge, and every year students tend to receive less and less financial aid. But the community of fellow
students, of  professors and enriching classes make every sleepless, caffeine-induced night, every 15 page term paper, and
every cent worthwhile.

It saddens me that George Fox has to charge their students so much, while increasing the price by about $1,000
every year. In talking to Friends who are thinking about whether or not to go to George Fox, the cost is almost always the
deterrent. But that should never stop anyone from going to their school of choice. Five students in our community wish
to learn, grow and find themselves at George Fox. Much like many other Quaker students, it will be a struggle to find the
means to make it through four years. From my own experience I know they can make it through and that North Valley’s
contribution will make a big difference.”



Seminars
Mirrors of Privilege

   A Heart-to-Heart Conversation
   Saturday, May 17, 9:00 - 2:00pm

Hosted by the Social Concerns and Education Com-
mittees

This video features the experiences and stories of
White women and men who are social justice advo-
cates. They have worked to gain insight into what it
means, as White people, to challenge notions of race,
racism, culture, and White identity in development in
the United States. Their shared reflections speak to the
denial, defensiveness, guilt, fear, and shame often
related to these isssues, and these responses can be
replaced with solid commitments towards racial jus-
tice.
 Although this film explores white identity development
and privilege, it is designed to be of use for all people -
regardless of race, creed or gender. Racism and White
privilege have historical and economic context. Its
legacy and contemporary policies affect everyone. It
functions at the personal, interpersonal, institutional and
systemic levles of contemporary society.

We will watch the video and then engage in dialogue and
journaling. We want to be clear that this dialogue is not
about providing quick answers or solutions. Rather, it is
intended to encourage and support the building of
ongoing capacities and skills needed for wrestling with
tough issues.

 After this seminar, if there is interest, we may continue
our conversations during our monthly Wednesday
evening gatherings in June, July and August. Addressing
these issues in a thoughtful way requires focus and
time; it is a process.
